MPS will base its renewal decision on the following performance mett1cs
to be rated by MPS petsonnel, as well as the cuttent ptice at the time of extension, as the Contiactor is not guaranteeing the
curtent 1ate for future extensions Contiactot must attain a minimum scote of 90 points to be eligible for contiact 1enewal;
howevet, 90 pomts does not guaiantee 1enewal

neglect of said Contractor, its agents, or employees If judgment is iecovered against MPS 1n suits of law o1 equity for any teason,
including by 1eason of the caielessness, negligence, o1 acts ot omissions of the Contiactor, against such peisons, fiims ot
cotporations catryingout the provisions of the Contract for the Contiactor, the Contiactor assumes full liability for such judgment,
not only as to any monetary awaid, but also as to the costs, attorneys’ fees o1 other expenses resulting thereftom.

In accordance with applicable laws, MPS shall be responsible for defending and paying judgments on behalf of its officers,
employees and agents while acting within the scope of their employment ot agency for any claims that may arise out of MPS’s

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The following will each be a matetial failure to comply with the tetms of this Contract and cause for immediate termination of
this Contract by MPS failuie to peiform backgiound checks as outlmed m this Section 7; failure to submut backgtound checks to
MPS as outhned 1n this Section 7; allowing services to be piovided by an individual who has not be subjected to a backgtound
check, and allowing setvices to be petformed by an individual who has been detetmined to be unfit by MPS as outlined 1n this
Section 7

8. INSURANCE AND PROOF OF FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

Waivers and exceptions to the above limits
will be 1n the sole discietion of MPS and shall be tecorded in the EXIGIS system, which 1ecords ate incoiporated into this
Contiact by reference. The certificate of nsurance o1 policies of insurance evidencing all coverages shall include a statement that
MPS shall be afforded a thitty (30) day written notice of cancellation, non-ienewal o1 matet1al change by any of Contiactor’s
insuteis ptoviding the coverages tequured by MPS for the duation of this Contiract

9. SHIPPING /TAXES
If goods ate provided pursuant to this Contract, please note that MPS 1s exempt fiom Federal Excise and Wisconsin Sales Taxes.
Any shipped material shall be FOB Contiactor’s destination to each MPS location recetving the goods. MPS will provide
Contiactor with a list of locations, specifying addiess and attention details within 5 business days of the execution of this Conttact
All invoices fot shipped material shall be compliant with the tetms outlined 1 Section 3 above. Contractot’s compensation foi
shipping shall not exceed the maximum amount outline in Section 3 for Shipping

All textbook putchases shall be govetned by the tetms and conditions i the Milwaukee Boatd of School Duectors® Textbook
Contract, which ptovides that textbooks shipped to MPS ot its schools must be done at no additional charge to MPS or 1ts schools

MPS teserves the right to teject any items that do not confoim to the bid, quote or Puichase Ordet  All 1etuin fieight chaiges
associated with the 1ejected materials shall be boine by the vendor

10. IRREPARABLE HARM
It is mutually agieed the breach of this Contract on Contractor’s pait shall 1esult in n1epaiable and continuing damage to MPS for
which money damages may not piovide adequate telief. Therefore, the breach of this Contract on Contractor’s pait shall entitle
MPS to both pteliminary and permanent mjunctive ielief and money damages msofat as they can be determined under the
citcumstances

{1. TERMINATION BY CONTRACTOR
Contiactor may, at its option, tetminate this Contract upon the faillute of MPS to pay any amount, which may become due
hereunder for a petiod of sixty (60} days following submussion of approptiate billing and supporting documentation. Upon said
tetmination, Contractor shall be paid the compensation due for all seivices 1endered through the date of termination mcluding any
tetainage

12. TERMINATION BY MPS - BREACH BY CONTRACTOR
If Contractor fails to fulfill its obligations under this Contiact 1n a timely o1 proper mannet, ot violates any of its ptovisions, MPS
shall theteupon have the 11ght to tetminate 1t by giving five (5) days wiitten notice before the effective date of termination of the

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Contiact, specifying the alleged violations, and effective date of tetmination The Contract shall not be terminated 1f, upon 1eceipt

of the notice, Contractor ptomptly cutes the alleged violation with five (5) days. In the event of tetmination, MPS will only be
liable for services tendered thiough the date of tetmination and not for the uncompleted poition, o1 for any matetials or services
putchased ot paid for by Contractor foi use mn completing the Contiact.

13. TERMINATION BY MPS
MPS fuither 1eseives the tight to terminate this Contract at any time for any teason by giving Contractor wiitten notice by
Registeted o1 Certified Mail of such termmation MPS will attempt to give Contiactor 20 days’ notice, but tesetves the 1ight to
give immediate notice. In the event of said tetmination, Contractor shall ieduce 1ts activities heteunder, as mutually agieed to,
upon teceipt of said notice. Upon said teimination, Contiactot shall be paid for all services tendered thiough the date of
termination, including any ietamage This section also applies should the Milwaukee Boatd of School Duectors fail to appropiiate
additional monies tequited for the completion of the Contiact

14. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
Contractor agrees and stipulates that in performing this Contract, it is acting as an Independent Contiactot, and that no
ielationship of employer and employee, partneiship o1 jomnt venture 1s cieated by this Contract Contiactor has exclusive contiol
ovet woik houts, location, and other details of such seivices, and MPS’s sole intetest 1s to ensute that said setvice shall be
perfoimed and rendeted in a competent, safe, efficient, timely and satisfactory manner m accordance with the teims of this
Contiact

Contiactor has the sole obligation to provide for and pay any contuibution or taxes tequited by fedeial, state o1 local authotities
imposed on o1 measuted by income. Contiactor specifically covenant not to file any complaint, chatge, o1 claim with any local,
state o1 fedeiral agency or court in which Contractor claims to be o1 to have been an employee of MPS duting the peitod of time
coveted by this Contract and that 1f any such agency or court assumes jutisdiction of any complaint, chaige ot claim against MPS
on Contractot’s behalf, Contiactor will tequest such agency ot coutt to dismiss such matter. MPS shall not be chatged any
obligation ot 1esponsibility whatsoever of extending any fiinge benefits which may be extended to MPS employees, including any
insutance, ot pension plans.

Contractor further agtees that MPS is not to be chaiged with the obligation o1 tesponsibility of extending any fringe benefits such
as hospital, medical and life insuiance, ot pension plans which may be extended to employees of MPS fiom time-to-time and
further agree to indemnify and hold haimless MPS and all its employees, officers and agents fiom any liability for petsonal
injuiies, including death, o1 for damage to ot loss of petsonal property, which might occut as a result of the peiformance of the
setvices ptovided for under this Contract

B Contiactor hereby attests 1t 1s familiar with MPS’s Code of Ethics, providing in pettinent patt, “[a]n employee of Milwaukee
Public Schools may not accept any gift o1 gratuity in excess of $25 00 annually fiom any person, petsons, gtoup o1 any firm
which does business with o1 1s attempting to do busmess with MPS ”

C No petson may entet into this Contiact for services that the MPS employee would othetwise perfoim as an employee.

D No curtent o1 former MPS employee may petform setvices on a professional setvices contract without the prior wiitten
consent of the MPS Chief Human Capital Officet o1 his/her designee

E  Ifthe Contiact is for appatel for $5,000 00 o1 mote, the Contiactor agiees to provide only items manufactuied by 1esponsible
manufacturers. Contiactor is tequited to include a similai piovision in all subcontracts to this Contract

The waiver o1 failure of either Party to exercise in any 1espect any 11ghts provided for 1n this Contract shall not be deemed a
waiver of any further 1ight under this Contiact.

20. INTEGRATION/SEVERABILITY
This Conttact and 1ts exhibits and addenda, 1f any, RFP 1044 and Contractot’s Response to RFP 1044, including the
BRIGANCE® Teims and Conditions of Use, constitute the entite Contiact among the Paities with tespect to the subject mattel
heieof and supetsede all p11ot proposals, negotiations, conveisations, discussions and Contracts among the Paities concerning the
subject mattet hereof No amendment or modificationof any provision of this Contract shall be effective unless the same shall be
in wiiting and signed by both Patties

The Distiict shall not be bound by any terms and conditions included 1n of Contractor’s packaging, service catalog, brochuie,
technical data sheet or other document which attempts to unpose any conditions at vatiance with o1 m addition to the terms and
conditions contamed heiein

If any term ot provision of this Contiact should be declared mnvalid by a coutt of competent jurisdiction ot by operation of law,
the iemamning tetms and provisions of this Contiact shall be interpteted as if such invalid Conttacts or covenants wete not
contained heiein.

21, CHOICE OF LAW & FORUM
The state coutts of Wisconsin shall be the sole foium for all disputes atising of this Conttact The validity, construction, enforcement
and effect of this Contract shall be governed solely by the laws of the State of Wisconsin.

22. TIMING
Time is of the essence in this Contract

23. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT OR SUSPENSION
Contiactor cettifies that neither Contractor o1 its puncipals; its subcontiactots ot then principals; the sub-tecipients (if applicable)
ot their ptincipals ate suspended, debaited, proposed for debaiment, voluntatily excluded fiom covered tiansactions, o1 othei wise
disqualified by any fedetal depaitment or agency fiom doing business with the Federal Goveinment putsuant to Executive Orders
12549 and 12689 Contractor specifically covenants that neither the Contractor o1 1ts principals, its sub-contiactots o1 then
ptincipals, or the sub-1ecipients (if applicable) or theu principals ate included on the Excluded Patties List System (“EPLS”)
maintained by the Geneial Services Administiation (“GSA™)

24. FORCE MAJEURE
MPS will not be liable to pay Contiactor for any wotk that the Conttactor 18 unable to peiform due to act of God, 110t, wat, civil
uniest, flood, earthquake, outbieak of contagious disease ot other cause beyond MPS’s 1easonable control (including any
mechanical, electionic, ot communications failute, but excluding failme caused by a patty’s financial condition or neghigence)

25. STUDENT DATA
Contiactor acknowledges that student data 1s protected by both fedetal and state law See Wis. Stat § 118.125,20 U.S.C. §
1232g(b); 34 CF R § 99 1 et seq If MPS determines that Contractor has disclosed any student 1ecord infoimation in violation of
either federal o1 state law, without prejudice to any other tights o1 temedies the MPS may have, MPS shall be entitled to
immediately tetmate this and every other existing Conttact without further hability. Motreover, MPS may bar Contractor fiom
futurte MPS contiacts for varying petiods up to and including petmanent debatment

26. NON-DISCLOSURE
Absent ptiol written consent of the petson listed in Section 3 o1 his/her designee, Contractor shall not (1) disclose, publish, o1
disseminate any infotination, not a matter of public 1ecord, that 1s 1eceived by 1eason of this Contiact, 1egardless of whether the
Contiactor is o1 is not under contiact at the tume of the disclosuie; or (2) disclose, publish, o1 disseminate any information
developed for MPS under this Contiact Contiactor agiees to take all 1easonable precautions to pievent any unauthorized use,
disclosuie, publication, ot dissenunation of the same information, Fot puiposes of this Agireement and for the avoidance of doubt,
MPS takes notice and appioves that Contractor uses de-identified data for product functionality, ptoduct development, and
teseatch putposes as permitted undet FERPA “De-identified student data” refeis to data fiom which all petsonally identifiable
information has been temoved so that 1t does not identify mdrvidual students and thete 1s no teasonable basis to believe that the

shall mean. (i) for copyiightable o1 copyiighted matenial, any tianslation, abiidgment, 1evision, o1 other foim in which an existing
work may be 1ecast, transformed, o1 adapted, and (1) for patentable o1 patented mateiial, any impiovement thereon. For putposes
of this Agieement and foi the avoidance of doubt, MPS acknowledges and agiees that Contiactois’ piopnetary BRIGANCE®
platform, 1elated digital products, and all intellectual property 1ights therein aie owned solely and exclusively by Cutniculum
Associates and, except foi the licenses gianted explicitly herein, nothing shall giant MPS any, title, and inteiest in ot to the
BRIGANCE® platfoim or 1¢lated services

Within ten business days of the earliet of 1eceipt of MPS’ written or oral 1equest, o1 final payment, Contiactot will 1eturn all
