reason of the carelessness, neghgence, ot acts o1 omissions of the Contiactor, against such petsons, fitms o1 coipoiations catrying
out the provisions of the Contract for the Contiacto:, the Contiactor assumes full liability for such judgment, not only as to any

Such tecords will be 1eviewed and MPS will notify
Contiactor of any individual(s) who, based on MPS standards, are unfit and should not have contact with MPS students. All
determmations made by MPS with tegaids to whethet an individual is fit to provide services pursuant to this Contract are made 1n
MPS’s sole discietion

The following will each be a matetial failute to comply with the teims of this Contiact and cause for immediate termmation of
this Contiact by MPS: failute to pet form backgiound checks as outlined i this Section 7, failute to submit background checks to
MPS as outlined in this Section 7, allowing setvices to be piovided by an individual who has not be subjected to a backgiound
check, and allowing se1vices to be peiformed by an mdividual who has been detetmined to be unfit by MPS as outlined in this
Section 7.

Contiact by 1eference. The certificate of mswmance o1 policies of insmance evidencing all coveiages shall include a statement that
MPS shall be afforded a thity (30) day written notice of cancellation, non-1enewal o1 material change by any of Contiactot’s
mnsuiers providing the coverages required by MPS foi the duation of this Contract

9. SHIPPING /TAXES

MPS i1eset ves the 11ght to 1eject any items that do not conform to the bid, quote o1 Purchase Order. All 1eturn freight chaiges
assoclated with the 1ejected matetials shall be boine by the vendor

10. IRREPARABLE HARM
It is mutually agreed the bieach of this Contract on Contractor’s patt shall 1esult in itteparable and continuing damage to MPS foi
which money damages may not provide adequate 1elief Theiefore, the breach of this Contract on Contiactor’s pait shall entitle
MPS to both preliminaiy and peimanent injunctive 1elief and money damages msofar as they can be determined under the
circumstances

11. TERMINATION BY CONTRACTOR
Contiactor may, at its option, teiminate this Contiact upon the fatlure of MPS to pay any amount, which may become due
hereunder for a peiriod of sixty (60) days following submission of appropiiate billing and supporting documentation Upon said
termmation, Contiactor shall be paid the compensation due for all services tendeted thtough the date of termination including any
tetainage

12. TERMINATION BY MPS - BREACH BY CONTRACTOR
If Contiactor fails to fulfill its obligations under this Contiact in a timely o1 propet mannet, o1 violates any of its provisions, MPS
shall thereupon have the right to tetminate it by giving five (5) days wiitten notice befoie the effective date of termination of the
Contiact, specifying the alleged violations, and effective date of tetmination The Contract shall not be terminated if, upon teceipt
of the notice, Contiactor promptly cutes the alleged violation with five (5) days In the event of tetmination, MPS will only be
liable for services tendeied through the date of termnation and not for the uncompleted portion, o1 for any matenals o1 se1 vices
puichased ot paid for by Contiactor for use in completing the Contract,

13. TERMINATION BY MPS
MPS fuither 1eserves the right to tetminate this Contiact at any time for any 1eason by giving Contractor written notice by
Registeied o1 Certified Mail of such tetmmation MPS will attempt to give Contractor 20 days’ notice, but 1eseives the 11ght to
give immediate notice In the event of said tetmination, Contractor shall reduce 1ts activities hereunder, as mutually agieed to,
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upon teceipt of said notice Upon said tetmination, Contiactor shall be paid for all setvices 1endered thiough the date of
tetmination, including any tetamnage This section also applies should the Milwaukee Board of School Directors fail to approptiate
additional monies 1equired for the completion of the Contiact.

14. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
Contiactor agiees and stipulates that in peiforming this Contiact, it is acting as an Independent Contiactor, and that no
relationship of employer and employee, paitnetship ot joint ventwe 1s created by this Contract Contiactor has exclusive contiol
over wotk houts, location, and other details of such seivices, and MPS’s sole interest is to ensuie that said setvice shall be
petformed and tendered 1n a competent, safe, efficient, timely and satisfactory manner m accotdance with the terms of this
Contiact

Contractor has the sole obligation to ptovide for and pay any conttibution o1 taxes 1equited by fedetal, state o1 local authorities
imposed on or measuted by income Contiactor specifically covenant not to file any complamt, chaige, o1 claim with any local,
state or federal agency or court in which Contractor claims to be o1 to have been an employee of MPS duiing the petiod of time
coveted by this Conttact and that 1f any such agency or court assumes jutisdiction of any complaimt, chaige o1 claim against MPS
on Contractot’s behalf, Contractor will tequest such agency ot coutt to dismiss such matter MPS shall not be chatged any
obligation o1 1esponsibility whatsoever of extending any fimge benefits which may be extended to MPS employees, including any
insutance, ot pension plans

Contiactor further agrees that MPS is not to be chaiged with the obligation or 1esponsibility of extending any fiinge benefits such
as hospital, medical and life insutance, ot pension plans which may be extended to employees of MPS fiom time-to-time and
further agree to indemnify and hold harmless MPS and all its employees, officets and agents fiom any lLiability for peisonal
injuties, including death, o1 for damage to o1 loss of peisonal pioperty, which might occur as a 1esult of the peifoimance of the
setvices provided for under this Contract.

This Contract and its exhibits and addenda, if any, RFP 1041 and Contiactor’s Response to RFP 1041, constitute the entite
Contiact among the Paities with 1espect to the subject matter heteof and supeisede all piior proposals, negotiations,
conveisations, discussions and Contracts anong the Parties conceining the subject matter hereof. No amendment o1 modification
of any provision of this Contract shall be effective unless the same shall be 1n writing and signed by both Parties.

The Distiict shall not be bound by any terms and conditions mcluded 1n of Contiactor’s packaging, service catalog, brochute,
technical data sheet o1 other document which attempts to impose any conditions at vaitance with or 1n addition to the terms and
conditions contamned heiemn

If any tetm ot provision of this Contiact should be declaied mvalid by a court of competent jurisdiction o1 by operation of law,
the temaining tetms and provisions of this Contract shall be intet preted as if such invalid Contiacts o1 covenants wete not
contained hetein

21. CHOICE OF LAW & FORUM
The state courts of Wisconsin shall be the sole forum for all disputes arisimg of this Contract The validity, constiuction, enforcement
and effect of this Contract shall be goveined solely by the laws of the State of Wisconsin

Moteover, MPS may bai Contiactor fiom
future MPS contracts for varying petiods up to and including peimanent debaiment

All information and any detivatives theieof, whether cieated by MPS o1 Contiactot undet this Contract iemains the propeity of
MPS and no license o1 other rights to such infotmation is gianted o1 implied hereby For purposes of this Contiact, “detivatives”
shall mean. (i) for copyrightable o1 copytighted material, any tianslation, abtidgment, 1evision, ot other form m which an existing
wotrk may be 1ecast, iansfoimed, or adapted, and (11) for patentable or patented mater1al, any improvement theteon
